Best Time 
to Visit

The best time to visit Kenya is from July to 
October when the country is at its driest.       

This coincides with the migration river crossings. 

However, all parks offer amazing wildlife 
sightings at this time as the grasses and bush 

are at their least dense                                       
(and water sources are scarce).



December – March July – October  

Best Time to Travel

Shoulder Season:

Great time to visit as fairly dry &
fewer people

Return crossings can be seen in
the north of the Serengeti (Nov),
but unpredictable

Lots of newborn animals

Great for birding

Photographers dream

NOTE: short rains in November
and lower prices

April – June

Long Rains:

This is the period of heavy rain,
so we would advise against
travel, except perhaps mid to
end of May

Prices are keen!

Late May to June is less busy
than July-Sept

Peak Season:

Experience herds in their
hundreds crossing Mara River
from now until September

Best wildlife viewing

Highest prices

Combine busier Mara with lesser
visited Parks (which also have
best game-viewing at this time.)
